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SYNOPSIS
Lightfall is a sweeping, emotional sci-fi drama about connection, grief, and transcendence in the face of
the inexplicable. Across continents, people are brought together—-and forever changed—when the
northern lights appear far beyond their natural range, descending toward Earth like living threads of light.
In Texas, a widowed man named Terry Donovan spends another lonely night speaking to the memory of
his late wife. In Shanghai, Hua and her husband grieve the loss of their young daughter, each trapped in

silent despair. Then, the aurora begins to bloom across the skies of the world—stretching from Denton to
Shanghai, from Moscow to New York—and what begins as awe soon becomes revelation.

As the lights descend, reality bends. Gravity reverses, objects levitate, and the boundaries between the
physical and the spiritual dissolve. In the shimmering chaos, Terry bbelieves he sees his wife again; Hua
- beholds the radiant form of her daughter. Around the world, others experience similar moments of
impossible intimacy—reunions, recognitions, and releases that blur life and afterlife. When the

phenomenon vanishes as suddenly as it came, thousands of people are gone, leaving only empty clothes
and stunned survivors beneath the still sky.

The story then shifts to John Reynolds, a lonely college professor and recovering alcoholic who has quietly
lost faith—in God, in love, and in himself. As he grapples with the aftermath of the global event, John

- becomes the emotional lens through which we explore humanity’s search for meaning in the wake of the
- “Lightfall.” Blending intimate human drama with cosmic mystery, Lightfall is at once an elegy for the ones
we've lost and a meditation on what might wait for us in the light.
